Rick Clark, 55, a Type 1 diabetic living in Redding, California created
Diabetes Response Service out of the need for a daily security system
while living alone and facing insulin shock, hypoglycemia, seizures,
coma and death. "A traditional push-button emergency response service
does not accomodate the unique problems a diabetic faces. A diabetic
who has passed out, is in a seizure or daze, will not be able to push a
button or call for help by themselves.” Rick stated. "Many diabetics are
found dead in bed or with serious complications because no one

finds them until it's too late. Diabetes Response Service gets a person

to a diabetic in trouble, in time to save their lives or further complications.

Combining Technology with The Human Element

Rick's son, Josh Clark (right) and family friend, Aaron Clem -
former USC roommates - teamed up with Rick in 2006 to
develop the technology and operations required to service
diabetics throughout the Unites States and Canada, with the
ability to service diabetics anywhere in the world. “The process
is simple,” Josh stated. “You can sign up online, select your

call times, text message reminder times, input your personal
contact information, and choose the option to deploy 911 enable
if your contacts cannot respond.” Aaron added, “The information
. ] is stored in a database and can be updated and controlled online

through your account. If a diabet does not have online access or ability, the account, schedules and
information can be managed through a friend, family member or doctor.”
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
